· New section 4.3.8: “SetEntitiesWithSc”: Include “partially successful” in the Definition Note.
· Also discussed whether the definition should say “The client requests the server to… of <one or more entities …> or <a range of selected entities…>” – agreed to say <…entities identified by selection criteria…>.
