4
Concepts and background
4.1
Overview
The architecture for management of WLAN AP is conformant to the Management reference model as defined in Figure 1 of TS 32.101 [3] where the WLAN AP is depicted as NE in the Management reference model. Figure 4.1-1 shows the system context of the WLAN management that is in compliance with the System Context A, defined in Figure 4.7.1 in TS 32.150 [4].

Mapping Function
Figure 4.2-1 depicts the mapping function that is to map the relevant management data produced by WLAN AP in a form suitable for distribution via the Type-2 interface to IRPManager(s), and vice versa. The mapping function is a logical function; therefore, its physical location, as well as its internal and external interfaces, if any, are outside the scope of 3GPP specification.
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Figure 4.2-1: 3GPP – WLAN Mapping Function
As the WLAN PM counters, defined in IEEE 802.11 or IETF, are not able to support the cumulative incremental method that 3GPP NE may use to collect the PM measurements. It is the responsibility of EM or Mapping Function to take care of this issue. WLAN AP can report the management data to the mapping function directly, or via AC.
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
