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- pCRs by MCC (048,049 and 050) presented several problems top be solved offline. An action point to Padma on the removal of an editor's note was also pointed out for the next SA5 meeting.

- 084 (Orange):  Ericsson commented that an CR is necessary for the Solution Set as well. Align IS with SS and keep SS as it is. They didn't consider the CR necessary anyway. Offline discussion was needed.

-112 (CATT):  It was found that the abbreviation was not needed. A reference to the RAN spec is already included in the 32.423.
- 113,114 (CATT):  it was agreed to remove a complete sentence that without the term "Angle of Arrival" did not make much sense.
- 178 (Nokia Networks): Offline discussions were needed.
- 181 (Nokia Networks): Ericsson didn't agree with introducing the changes in the scope. Offline discussions were need for CRs 181-200.
- 218 (ZTE): Nokia Networks did not find any justification to do it this way. The change ZTE is making is not backward compatible. Offline discussions were needed.
-219 (ZTE):  related to the previous one, it needed offline discussions.

- 221 (NEC): Nokia Networks MDT JobActivationType should be communicated if we agree on this change. Offline discussions were needed.
- 224,225 (NEC): to be corrected by MCC directly in the spec as an editorial upgrade.
- 249 (NEC): Nokia Networks commented that IMEI-TAC is not an unique identifier, it is introducing a new feature.
-255 (Ericsson): Nokia Networks commented that the "should" in 5.6 is too open and suggested some other wording.Revised to 370 to introduce new wording.

- 258 (Ericsson): Revised to 371 since it is related to the previous document.
- 260 (Ericsson):  Nokia Networks commented that this is an impact on all implemented products since Rel-6. This was noted along with all the CRs up to Rel-10. It was decided to discuss this issue in a Rel-12 version of the spec. Tdoc 265 was revised to make this change.
- 326 (Telia Sonera): Ericsson commented that there is still some action on removing certain notes. They also commented that what SA intended is to leave what to do with I-WLAN to the different groups.
