	pCR 32.111-1 Add general principles of alarm generation
The document was presented by Huawei/Zhang
NSN/Andrianov requested a definition of the term “single service procedure faults” and argued that the wording must be more formal.

Huawei/Zhang accepted to do some minor changes, after offline discussions.
Ericsson/Tovinger noted discrepancies between the heading and the content described. Tovinger stated that the intention is good but some English improvements are recommended, those will be presented offline. Concerns were raised with overlapping material under clause 4 and this proposed Annex. We should not have redundant material in our TSs.
Zhang commented that the material is intended as informative, exploring material under clause 4. Andrianov articulated that overlap isn’t a major problem – it’s ok. 
Zhang requested conclusions from the views stated.

Tovinger commented that self-healing actions in item 2 seems to be very similar to the self-healed faults described under item 5. Tovinger reopened the concerns of the english wording. Word like “perceptible” and  “apperceived” are a bit strange and proposed to find some other words. Under item 5 the word “relative” should be changed to “related”.
Orange/ Cornily proposes to add “that” into the title of item 5:

No alarms for the faults that can be self-healed
Under item1: “maintainance” was proposed to be changed to “maintenance”.
Discussion on the concept of “self-healing” and how to send/create alarm if the self-healing process fails.

Ericsson/Tse argued that item 2 was overlapping with item 5 and could be excluded. Tse proposed another change as title for item 5:

No alarms for the faults that were self-healed
Discussion on performance issues under item 3. Suitable trigger levels should send alarms. Zhang argued that we do not need these kinds of “alarms” as presented.
Zhang will create a new updated contribution under the meeting.

Noted was also that TS32.111-1 is lacking reference numbers to some references. This could be addressed in further work in the super CR.
Discussion followed if “Managed Alarm” was sufficiently clarified as a representation of the alarm in the NM domain (above Itf-N). The figure 4.1.x was analysed from Itf-N perspective. The concept of HMA was also brought into the discussion of the figure, TeliaSonera/Berggren clarified that HMA is a subset of Managed Alarms. The purpose of the figure is only to share knowledge and relation between resource-alarm, alarm-notification and observer-managed alarm. The text clarifying that Managed Alarm is the management representation of the alarm in the NM domain (above Itf-N) has been discussed earlier and is introduced in the proposal.
