Management Use Cases
5.1 
Network Function Management 
5.1.1 VNF lifecycle operation granting
Before VNF instantiation, It is necessary to complete the process of VNF lifecycle operation granting, which is needed to check whether the physical resorcue and virtualized resorcue is sufficient for VNF deployment or expansion. It might invole the resource query, pre-allocation and granting by network management system. 
The general steps of the granting are: 
1) VNFM initiates the request for granting to NFVO, before that VNF package has already been on-board;
2) NFVO acknowledges the necessary resource of creating VNF and check key parameters of VNFD (e.g., vendor ID, VM flavour etc.);
3) NFVO verifies the availibility of the resource managed by VIM, optionally, NFVO can reserve the resource before VNF instantiation;
4) NFVO returns the granting message to VNFM and indicates the VIM and NFVI-POP information.
However, maybe the grantings processs of VNF instantiation request and VNF expansion request are different. 
Because NVFO makes the Network Service Descriptor and has the overall view of the network, if we are doing the VNF first instatiation, OSS might not need to be the trigger to request install the VNF. After the completion of the VNF instatiation, OSS can get the notification through EMS and manage this VNF. 
If we are doing the VNF expansion, it might be triggered by OSS. Maybe we need the interaction between OSS and NFVO, and then complete the granting process, or we can let OSS notify EMS to complete subsequent process. This might be a new interface requriment for OSS for any option above.
