Justification

SA1 and SA2 have both worked on GCSE. Charging requirements are defined in the subclause 5.1.7 of the SA1 TS 22.468, "the system shall support the collection of resource and service usage information for Group Communication". This means service usage information of GCS should be charged from 3GPP GCSE perspective. SA2 has charging related description in subclause 5.5 of the TS23.468 as follows,
“For MBMS Delivery, the architecture requirement for charging defined for MBMS broadcast service for E-UTRAN in TS 23.246 [3] shall apply. For Unicast Delivery, the architecture requirement for charging defined for EPS bearer services in TS 23.401 [5] shall apply.”
Charging aspects in GCSE for resource and service usage information for Group Communication need to be studied especially in the case of charging correlation in the service continuity scenario. Please refer to relevant DP S5-144253 for details.
The charging correlation requirements come from two aspects,

1） It is possible to exist multiple switching processes in a service continuity scenario. (e,g.: from Unicast Delivery to MBMS Delivery then from MBMS Delivery to Unicast Delivery and vice versa). When unicast bearer or MBMS bearer are released when no DL data over unicast or MBMS for a long time, the Charging correlation is meaningful for operators to find different CDRs generated by P-GW serving for the same GCS service. The specific information serving for the charging correlation is meaningful to find different CDRs generated by BM-SC (or MBMS-GW) serving for the same GCS service as well. 

2)  If P-GW and BM-SC locate in different PLMNs, charging settlement is necessary in a service continuity scenario for charging service usage of the group communication. This means operators need to find CDRs from P-GW and relevant CDRs from BM-SC corresponding to the same service usage of the group communication.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to specify the charging aspects corresponding to “GCSE_LTE” specified in TS22.468 and TS23.468 especially in finding a solution for service continuity charging.
SA5 TS 32.273, TS 32.251, TS32.298 and TS32.299 may be impacted and a potential cooperation with SA2 on this WI may be required.
