OCS Proxy

The majority of operators are implementing Gy interface with proprietary flavors (vendor-defined or operator-defined additions and interpretations) of diameter credit control. In the context of inter-PLMN PS online charging, Gy interface needs to be exposed to all roaming pertners which may increase inter-operability issues. Usage of an OCS proxy may be optionally required in order to:

a. Hide internal protocol information (proprietary extensions) to partners

b. Adapt to, or ignore proprietary protocol extensions
c. Map internal Gy to potential standard Gy profiles
d. Include possible inter-operator extensions which are part of roming agreements 

OCS Proxy may be used in both home and visted networks.
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
