Agree on clarification for use of recipient address list in content provider CDR for MBMS.
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Rationale

In discussion paper, S5-144162 [3], it was proposed that the Recipient Address List field be removed from the BMSC‑CDR. Two operators thought there would be some benefit to this field in the CDR and requested it be kept. This paper analyzes this applicability of the Recipient Address List field for eMBMS and proposes clarifying text to be added to the field description.

As defined in Table 1, the Recipient Address List contains identity of recipients that have registered to receive the bearer service. The paragraphs that follow describe the procedures in which the user registers with the network for an MBMS service.
TS 23.246 [1] specifies the procedures for MBMS multicast and broadcast service activation. As per clause 8.2, MBMS Multicast Service Activation, a user activates multicast service by registering in the network to enable reception of data from a specific multicast MBMS bearer service. In the procedure, the BM-SC receives an MBMS Authorization Request and an authorization decision based on subscription data in the BM-SC. During the subsequent activation procedure, the BM-SC creates an MBMS UE Context for the duration of the session until the user deactivates the service which deregisters the user in the BM-SC.
Clause 8.12, MBMS Broadcast Service Activation, provides the specification for the broadcast service. As per clause 8.12, the MBMS broadcast service activiation is performed locally in the UE and does not register the user in the network. There is no MBMS bearer service specific signalling exchanged between theUE and network and no MBMS UE context is established in the BM-SC.
Based on these specifications, the recipient only registers for multicast service. There is no registration for broadcast services. The Recipient Address List field, defined to identify the recipients registered for the service, will only be applicable for multicast services in GPRS and will never be applicable to EPS.

Detailed proposal

In order for the contents of the Recipient Address List field in the BMSC-CDR to be clear to operators that make use of the CDR, clarification to the description is proposed:
