It is proposed to conclude the work on all open recommendations using the approach as follows:

· Address NGMN recommendations at the same level of details as they are written.

· Avoid decomposition of recommendations in too many items.

· For supported items indicate the TS number (and the clause numbers if really needed) and close the item.

· For non-supported items record the status in the TR and close the item. An action can be further taken (CR, WI, etc.) based on the TR, even after the TR approval. If needed, the TR under change control after approval can be updated by CR to indicate the evolution of an item.
· For partially supported items, distinguish supported and non-supported parts and refer to the two previous points.

· For non-applicable items, for example items related to implementation or items which are too vague, provide a short justification and close the item.

It is proposed to have drafting sessions (parallel sessions if needed) during SA5 plenary meetings to review one by one the open items and allocate them to the above categories. The time spent on each item should be limited using the timer tool. This review work will also be progressed by conference calls between meetings using the same approach.
