Luis Lopes from Qualcomm presented the LS.
TI: Status of deliverable?\

Qualcomm: Requirements were completed already. Architecture was stable. Some other works, e.g., small corrections may be done before March.

TI: Status of ETSI RRS deliverable is still too early. The RRS architecture is not applicable to some scenario, such as 3.5G HZ.
The use case for 2.3 – 2.4 GHZ are more related to regulation affairs.

Propose to postpone to next SA5 meeting, hopefully there will be more stable specs ready at that time.
Nokia Networks: The primary now is for 2.3 – 2.4 HZ case, no intention to extend the use case, it will be applicable to European if 2.3 – 2.4 GHZ.

Postpone one or more meeting will delay at least 6 months to start the work. If we agree the SI in this meeting, we can start from April when the final specs will be ready.
TI: LSA is very important for operators. We have to specify in a stable way with a stable architecture.
Verizon: In US, the work is already ongoing. 3GPP has already had global reference architecture for network management; LSA can be worked based on that. The RRS architecture is not likely to have big difference till March, maybe just some new cases will be put on top of the existing stuffs, so now is the right time to start the work.
Qualcomm: the rapporteur (Luis Lopes) of this work item in ETSI RRS, provided the update about ETSI RRS. The LS was already sent at Nov last year, that means ETSI RRS believed that was the right time to start the work. ETSI RRS knows that SA5 will not initiate any concrete technical work before April, so the time issue is well considered. The status of ETSI RRS specs are quite stable already, there will be just some minor corrections and additions till March.
TI: Not all of the companies shared the same view, at least TI, DT and Orange had different views. The use cases on 2.3-2.4 G HZ are more related to Regulation rules.
Nokia Networks: No intention to influence ETSI RRS. 
TI: SA5 cannot have a solution for global market, the solution will be only applicable for 2.3-2.4GHz. May need to start from SA1, from requirements level.
Qualcomm: It is correct so far ETSI RRS is primarily focused on 2.3-2.4GHZ, but the content does not limit to 2.3-2.4GHZ, that means any other use cases with different bands, the same technical solutions may be applied.
Verizon: ETSI RRS sent the LS, that means they believe SA5 could follow up to start the work.

Ericsson: The interface between NRA and LSA is obsolete from the study, with consideration of various regulation rules already.
If we need to have the frequency bands applicable for European, we can cover that in SA5. So it is not premature to start the work, and no problem to cover other use cases in the study if needed too. Do not understand the argument to delay the study.
TI: For the same bands, different region (or country) may have different regulation rules. The requirements in ETSI RRS are strictly related to some specific regulation rule, and cannot be extended to some other rules.

Ericsson: In the solution in 3GPP, for instance for LTE, are for all of the bands. SA5 surely needs to consider the regulation rules, but if there are some other bands not yet defined by 3GPP RAN, SA5 cannot simply add it without firstly defining in 3GPP RAN.
Nokia Networks: we can document in the TR about the applicability of the use cases, to address the concern.
TI: If SA5 wants to study the reference architecture defined by ETSI RRS is fine.
WG Chair: Study will address all of the concerns, all of the issues can be recorded in the study.
ALU: the concerns can be brought into the study.
