This pCR is to propose another solution to change the maximum number of multi-talkers.
2. Reason for Change
The SA1 requirements about the maximum number of simultaneous takers are listed below:
	[R-6.2.3.7.2-005]
	The MCPTT Service shall provide a mechanism for the MCPTT Administrator to configure the maximum number of simultaneous talkers in a MCPTT Group configured for multi-talker control.

	[R-6.2.3.7.2-006]
	The MCPTT Service shall allow an authorized MCPTT User to change the maximum number of simultaneous talkers at any time during a group call in a group configured for multi-talker control.


Currently, the maximum number of simultaneous talkers is configured in the group configuration data used for the group at any call communication at any time. While, the [R-6.2.3.7.2-006] indicates that the maximum number of simultaneous talkers is expected to be changed during this group call at this time. So the maximum number of simultaneous talkers should not write back to the group configuration data. 
This pCR proposes a solution to change the maximum number of simultaneous talkers at MC service server.

Description

The procedure for changing the maximum number of simultaneous talkers at MC service server without changing the group conguration data at group management server is illustrated in figure 5.2.x.1-1:

The group call is ongoing.
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Figure 5.2.x.1-1: Change the maximum number of simultaneous talkers

The MC service client of an authorized user sends the multi-talker number update request message to the MC service server to change the maximum number of simultaneous talkers.
2.
The MC service server checks the authorization to change the multi-talker number for the group call. If authorized, the MC service server applies the new maximum number of simultaneous talkers for floor control until the call is over.
3.
The MC service server returns an multi-talker number update response to the MC service client.

This solution provides a means for controlling the maximum number of simultaneous talkers as requested by sub-clause 4.2.2 gap #1 ([R-6.2.3.7.2-006]). This solution enhances the MCPTT-1 reference point.
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
