The CAPIF core functions monitors the service API invocations applying the monitoring filters specified before.

Detection of a monitoring event triggers the CAPIF core functions to notify the API provider with the details of the monitored event.

This solution enables monitoring events notification to the API provider (to an API management entity) from the CAPIF core functions. For monitoring events to be generated, the CAPIF core functions may interact with API exposing functions. Also monitoring events can be notified to external API providers. Such enhancements can be further considered in the Release 15 normative phase.
This solution can be moved to Release 15 normative work.
