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1. Introduction
This contribution provides a proposal for resolving editor's note on CAPIF-3.
2. Reason for Change
According to TR 23.722 solutions and key issues, there are several functions that are supported on CAPIF-3 including authentication/authorization, access control, policy control, logging, charging, etc.
Currently, CAPIF-3 may carry some application functions like below:

1. Function for the AEF to obtain API invoker authentication information from CCF (as per subclause 7.2.8)

2. Function for AEF to obtain API invoker authorization information from CCF (as per subclause 7.2.10)

3. Function for the AEF to store logging information at CCF (as per subclause 7.2.11)

4. Function for the AEF to store charging related information (as per subclause 7.2.13)

All the above application functions can be realized using an API.

CAPIF already provides its external interfaces as APIs. The future generation systems (including 5G) are designed to have API interactions both internally and externally. The benefits of designing API interactions are well-known. Hence CAPIF internal reference points should be provided as APIs.
CONCLUSION: All reference points of CAPIF should be provided as APIs. A general requirement is proposed to be captured in the TR and appropriately shown in the CAPIF architecture diagram.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.722 v0.3.0.

Reference points
The reference points CAPIF-1 and CAPIF-1e support the functions for the API invoker to discover service APIs, to authenticate and to get authorization. 
The reference points CAPIF-2 and CAPIF-2e support the functions for the API invoker to communicate with the service APIs. There can be one or several CAPIF-2 or CAPIF-2e instances between the API invoker and the API exposing function per CAPIF 
NOTE:
The aspects related to the specific service API in reference points CAPIF-2 and CAPIF-2e is out of scope of the present document.

The reference point CAPIF-3 supports the interaction between the CAPIF core functions and the API exposing function of the API provider functions for access control, policy control, etc.
The reference point CAPIF-4 supports the interaction between API publishing function of API provider functions and the CAPIF core functions for publishing the service APIs.
Editor's Note:
The relationship of 3GPP functionalities like SCEF with the CAPIF is FFS.
