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Abstract of document:

TR 23.722 studies key issues, architecture requirements, functional architecture model, and corresponding solutions that are relevant to the definition of a common API framework applicable to any service APIs when used by northbound entities, as well as any interactions between the CAPIF and the service APIs themselves. The results from the study will be considered for follow-up normative work in Rel-15
This technical report fulfills the objectives of the CAPIF study, including the following:

Identification of key issues and corresponding architecture requirements for a common API framework towards northbound APIs includes areas such as onboarding, publishing, discovery, authentication, registration, authorization, logging, charging, monitoring, configuration, topology hiding

High-level functional architecture solution(s) including the support for multiple deployment models e.g. centralized vs. distributed, single vs multiple service/API providers

The identification of common northbound API development guidelines have not been addressed during the study, and will be progressed during the normative phase.
