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INTRODUCTION

In order to evaluate the various architectural solutions, a full description of that solution is required. Fundamental to this is the reference points / relationships between functional entities, and as such a semantic description each reference points / relationships is required. For a stage 2 to be complete, this will be completed by a full protocol independent information flow, but at least at the TR stage a short textual description should be supplied.
In addition, 3GPP TS 23.002 will require a description of each reference points / relationships at some point in the future.

Specifying a protocol is not a means of performing this function, as one of the functions of an architectural solution to to allow the selection of a protocol.

Selection of an architectural solution cannot be performed until all reference points / relationships are adequately described in this manner.

Selection of a protocol to implement an interface at the reference point / relationship cannot be performed until the semantics and supported functionality are understood.

PROPOSAL
During the review of proposed architecture solutions, it is proposed that a test is performed for each reference point / relationship as to whether the reference point / relationship is adequately described in terms of semantics, supported functionality etc. 

If the reference point / relationship is not adequately described, then an editor's note should be added, indicating that further contribution is expected defining this.
