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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to discuss key issue for group communication in MCPTT services.
1. Discussion
A Push To Talk service provides an arbitrated method by which two or more users may engage in communication. Users may request permission to transmit. The Mission Critical Push To Talk over LTE (MCPTT) service supports an enhanced PTT service, suitable for mission critical scenarios, based upon 3GPP Evolved Packet System (EPS) services. 

The MCPTT Service is intended to support communication between several users (a group call), where each user has the ability to gain access to the permission to talk in an arbitrated manner. The MCPTT Service builds on the existing 3GPP transport communication mechanisms provided by the EPS architectures to establish, maintain, and terminate the actual communication path(s) among the users. The MCPTT Service may support dispatchers and administrators who have particular admin and call management privileges which normal users might not have. 
The MCPTT group communication service allows users to request the permission to talk (transmit voice/audio) and provides a deterministic mechanism to arbitrate between requests that are in contention (i.e., Floor control). 
This key issue aims to specify how 3GPP system can provide functionalities which are essential for supporting MCPTT group communications. Required functionalities are:
· MCPTT system should be able to provide group (i.e., 1-to-many) communications to authorized users (i.e., group members).

· MCPTT system should be able to provide information/status for ongoing group communication to MCPTT group members.
· MCPTT system should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT group member join an ongoing group communication (i.e., late call entry).

· MCPTT system should be able to control the multiple transmission requests from group members in a communication session.
It is noted that the above list can be updated during SA6 discussion.
