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Abstract: This document contains some questions on the architectural responsibilities which may impact security solutions.

As part of the review of security issues related to MCPTT some initial architectural responsibility questions have been identified.

Discussion:
Below, are some questions on the architectural responsibilities which may impact security solutions. 
It would be expected that SA2 and SA6 will naturally answer these questions as part of their Stage 2 work, so they are tabled here to highlight them to the groups and to encourage future work as a common architecture is developed. 
Questions that it would be useful for SA3 if SA6 answered:

Will there be a specific MCPTT function for the security/key management of the MCPTT application? Or, to put it another way, will user agencies wish to segregate MCPTT security management from the rest of the MCPTT core?

Which functional element(s) will be responsible for performing group management?
Will links between the MCPTT core and the UE be routed through a gateway or directly to functional elements within the core?

Questions that it would be useful for SA3 if SA2/SA6 answered:

Which functional element(s) will be responsible for supporting group/private call signalling?

Which functional element(s) will be responsible for media routing of group/private calls?

Which functional element(s) will support (e.g. pre-provision) information for an off-network call, either direct or via a relay?

Which functional element(s) are responsible for access control to the MCPTT application? Is this the responsibility of the 3GPP network, the MCPTT core, or is the responsibility shared?

Which functional element(s) will be responsible for setting up a MCPTT UE to use ProSe?

Which functional element(s) will be responsible for setting up a MCPTT UE to use GCSE?
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
