The SIP-1 reference point exists between the MCPTT UE SIP User Agent Client and the SIP core for establishing a session in support of MCPTT and shall use the 3GPP Gm reference point (with necessary enhancements to support MCPTT requirements and profiled to meet the minimum requirements for support of MCPTT). The SIP-1 reference point is used for:
-	SIP registration;
-	authentication and security to the service layer;
-	event subscription and notification;
-	overload control; and
-	session management and media negotiation.
Editor’s note:	Whether session management and media negotiation is defined as part of SIP-1 and/or MCPTT-1 is FFS.
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
