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Abstract: This contribution proposes consistent use of terms, Off-Network MCPTT Service, On-Network MCPTT Service, and UE-to-Network Relay MCPTT Service, throughout TS.
The terms, Off-Network MCPTT Service, On-Network MCPTT Service, and UE-to-Network Relay MCPTT Service are defined in 3.1, but not used with the proper capitalization and proper order.  If the TS is going to ignore the TR 21.801 H.6, “unnecessary use capital letters;”, then the rest of the TS should use the terms as defined.

NOTE: This inconsistency also exists in 9.2.1 and 9.3.5 and is covered under another contribution (S6-150613).

Service continuity

For group calls, service continuity feature shall only be supported between On-Network MCPTT Service and UE-to-Network Relay MCPTT Service.

For private calls, service continuity feature shall only be supported:

-
between On-Network MCPTT Service and UE-to-Network Relay MCPTT Service;

-
between On-Network MCPTT Service and Off-Network MCPTT Service; and

-
between On-Network MCPTT Service and Off-Network with UE-to-UE Relay MCPTT Service.

Editor’s note:
whether application layer mechanisms are required for service continuity needs to be assessed based on SA2 progress on service continuity at ProSe layer, for Rel-13.

The MCPTT UE, prior to going out of E-UTRAN coverage, should attempt to make use of a ProSe UE-to-network relay in order to support the service continuity.
