Introduction
Solution 7-1 presents messages (call related and PTT related) that shall be broadcast for timing and dimensioning reasons and a preliminary list of information elements.
2.
Discussion

The messages to be broadcast are transported over an already established (broadcast session) and should not be different from the messages transported over an established unicast session (chat model). In that case, the call-related and PTT-related messages may be merged under the assumption that the SDP information for the broadcast transport of group-related media is known as part of group metadata.
Under this assumption, the remaining PTT-related messages to be broadcast are a subset of the list of all PTT-related messages as defined in clause 7.6 of this document and clause 10.6 of TS 23.179.

Conclusion

It is proposed to abandon the call-related messages part of this solution, and to use the PTT-related messages part of this solution to add information on the transport modes (unicast/broadcast) and information content of PTT-related message in section 10.6 of TS23.179
