Based on the preceding analysis, it is kindly proposed to include the following texts into MCPTT TS 23.179.

5.2.6
Group call requirements

The MCPTT service shall support the chat group (restricted) call model for MCPTT group call.
The chat group (restricted) call model is that a MCPTT user individually joins an MCPTT group to have a group communication with other joined MCPTT users, while the successfully joining to the group call does not result in other MCPTT users to being invited. Restricted means that only users that have been configured as members of the given group are allowed to join the group communications for the given group. 
The MCPTT service shall support the pre-arranged group call model for MCPTT group call.
The pre-arranged group call model is that an MCPTT group call is established by a MCPTT user, which results in the other affiliated MCPTT group members to be invited.
The MCPTT service shall support the ad-hoc group call model for MCPTT group call.

The ad-hoc group call model is that the group call is established by a MCPTT user to MCPT user listed on the invitation. The list includes MCPTT users or MCPTT groups or both.
