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Discussion
The WID for MCPTT requires that TS 23.179 is sent for approval to TSG #69 in September. It is proposed to review the status for TS 23.179 based on input contributions and progress made at SA6#6, and update the proposed cover sheet in S6-150780 accordingly.

In SA6#5, SA6 sent an LS to SA2 in S6-150715 on Rel-13 ProSe UE-to-Network Relay work. SA2 will have a SA2#110-AH meeting from August 31 to September 3, 2015, so it is expected SA2 can provide an answer to this LS in their upcoming meeting.

In order for SA2 to work on any potentiel issues related to MCPTT within the Rel-13 stage 2 time frame, it is necessary for SA6 to inform SA2 of current status of the work and of potential areas that may need work under SA2 remit.
Hereafter is a list of first items that SA6 could commnicate to SA2. 

Functional model and reference points

SA6 had good progress in SA6#5 on the functional model for on-network operations and on the related reference points. This progress should be communicated to SA2, and eventually the reference points defined in TS 23.179 subclause 7.5 should form input to TS 23.002 which is under SA2 remit.
Service continuity

SA6 have adopted solution 8-1 for service continuity between on-network MCPTT service and UE-to-network relay MCPTT service, and have decided to not pursue any solution for service continuity between on-network MCPTT service and off-network MCPTT service.

The assumptions for service continuity for MCPTT are captured in subclause 5.1.1 from TS 23.179. 

Also, Annex A for service continuity for MCPTT contains description which shows how existing IMS service continuity mechanisms defined in 3GPP TS 23.237 (Stage 2 for IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) Service Continuity) can be used to provide service continuity between on-network MCPTT service on UE-to-network relay MCPTT service.
Usage of Rx

It is FFS whether MCPTT AS (media resource function), when using IMS SIP core, can directly use Rx interface or if it needs to rely on the IMS SIP core to request QoS using Rx based on the SDP in SIP signalling from the MCPTT AS.
MCPTT service identifier
SA6 agreed to use IMS communication service identifier as defined in 3GPP TS 23.228 for MCPTT. Several information flows use this, see for example step 3 in subclause 10.8.2.1.1.5, or step 3 in subclause 10.10.2.1.1, or step 3 in 10.10.2.1.2.2, or step 3 in 10.10.2.2.1.
Proposal
It is proposed to review this initial list, add to this list any issue already present in stage 2 TS 23.179 but not present in current status, and add any new issue or item appearing in SA6#6.

Proposal is then to send an LS to SA2 in order to inform them about :

· general status for the MCPTT work in SA6, and 

· potential issues SA2 would need to investigate or potential work SA2 would need to take onboard.
