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Abstract: The contribution suggests the procedure of Group Call release in Off-network.

Discussion

In order to release the MCPTT group call, two ways can apply. 
The one way is for a MCPTT client explicitly to send a request of group call release to all group members. Whether the MCPTT client sending the release reeques is authorized or not is out of scope in this proposal. This proposal just specify the procedure of group call release. If authorization needs to be applied, then authorization mechanism should be deployed in MCPTT UE for off-network system without the MCPTT server. 

The other way is to utilize the inactivity of group call. If no media is transmitted during the on-going MCPTT group call for a long time, then MCPTT clients automatically end the group call by themselves without receiving a request of group call release. The period of silence can be set by MCPTT service provider, but will not be specified in current TS.

Group call release request from a MCPTT user
An off network MCPTT group call release is initiated by request from a MCPTT client with multicast signalling. When receiving the MCPTT group call release message, the MCPTT clients end the corresponding on-going MCPTT group call. 
The flow in figure 10.8.2.2.6.1-1 illustrates the procedures for the MCPTT client to release the on-going MCPTT group call. 
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Figure 10.8.2.2.6.1-1: Off network MCPTT group call release
1. The MCPTT Client 1 sends a request of group call release to all group members.  
2. All MCPTT clients end the corresponding on-going MCPTT group call.
10.8.2.2.6.2
Group call release due to inactivity

If no media is transmitted during the on-going MCPTT group call for a specific duration time, the participating MCPTT clients end the MCPTT group call by themselves without receiving the request of MCPTT group call release. 
Note 1: The duration time of no media transmission can be set according to the policy of MCPTT service provider.
