Discussion

This pCR brings correction to the representation of HTTP-2 in the signalling plane functional model. In figure 7.3.1-2, HTTP-2 is shown as terminating within the HTTP AS of the MCPTT server which is incorrect. Based on the reference point description of HTTP-2 (as described in clause 7.5.3.6), it exists between a “trusted” MCPTT server and the HTTP server (AS). Further, the proposed correction is also aligned with the representation of CSC-3 in the application plane functional model, which uses HTTP-2.
