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Abstract: MCPTT UE call state diagram for pre-arranged group call is proposed.
Discussion
In the previous SA6 meetings, there was discussion about introducing the call state diagrams. If SA6 group still sees the value in having these call state diagrams, we propose to keep it simplified as proposed in this paper. In this paper, we propose a MCPTT UE call state diagram for pre-arranged group call aligned with the pre-arranged group call procedures in subclause 10.8.2.1.1.

Pre-arranged group call state diagram
The figure 5.1.x.1 shows the call state diagram in a MCPTT UE for pre-arranged group call. Affiliation (either explicit or implicit affiliation) to a group is done by the MCPTT UE or an authorized user prior to call setup request. When a call setup request is completed and media bearer is established, a MCPTT UE may get implicit floor grant or floor taken. If MCPTT UE is granted floor then the media transmission is started. Otherwise, MCPTT UE is receiving media. Based on whether the MCPTT UE has floor grant or not, the MCPTT UE toggles between transmitting media and receiving media. The pre-arranged group call can be terminated in either status of transmitting and receiving.
