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Abstract: When users are off-network and would like to establish a private call, there needs to be a mechanism to map between the user identification at the application and the user addressability at the ProSe layer.

Explanation and Justification

ProSe procedures allow the establishment of IP addressability for off-network UEs. There is no method to map between those IP addresses and application user identification (MCPTT ID). The User Info Id from ProSe can provide that mapping, but it is not currently available at the application. This pCR addresses the need to provide the ProSe User Info Id to the application to allow mapping between the MCPTT ID and ProSe assigned IP address.
