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Abstract: Modification of wording and adaptation of procedure
This contribution is aimed to address two issues.

First, the word metadata can be considered as confusing, having adifferent meaning in various contexts, including in TS 22.179. It is thus proposed to replace it by the word "dynamic data".
Second, it has been commented in CT1 that the nature of information described in clause 10.5.3 was not the same as the one managed for group configuration in the group management server and that some pieces of information like transport or multiplexing information are originating from the MCPTT server and not well suited for being managed by the group management server.
To properly address this last comment it is proposed to have the MCPTT server acting as an "aggregator" for information generated internally or received as part of the subscription to group configuration data.

Subscription to MCPTT group dynamic data
10.5.1
Functional description

The subscription to group dynamic data procedure is used by the MCPTT client client) to indicate to the MCPTT server that it wishes to receive updates of group dynamic data for groups for which it is authorized.


10.5.2
Procedure

Procedure for subscription to MCPTT group dynamic data is described in figure 10.5.2-1.
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Figure 10.5.2-1: Subscription to MCPTT group dynamic data procedure

1.
MCPTT client subscribes to the modification of group dynamic data for a group or a set of groups.

2a.
MCPTT server checks if the relevant group related configuration data, including group policy is locally cached. If it is not locally cached on the MCPTT server then MCPTT server requests the group configuration data from the group management server.

2b.
MCPTT server receives the group configuration data from the group management server.

3.
Based on the group policy, the MCPTT server checks if the MCPTT client is authorised to subscribe to the dynamic data of the requested MCPTT group(s).


4.
Initial contentof group dynamic data is notified to the MCPTT client.

5.
Notification of modification of group configuration data may be sent by the group management server.
5a.
Modification of group dynamic data as a consequence of internal MCPTT server document updates or updates following group management server notification (step 5) triggers a notification to the subscribed MCPTT client.
10.5.3
Information elements

The group document contains a set of data segments corresponding to the group, whose dynamic data is requested, plus all groups for which implicit affiliation is derived, i.e. group broadcast groups and group regroup groups as defined by 3GPP TS 22.179 [2].

For each of data segment, the following information is provided:

-
Basic status, i.e. indication on whether the group is enabled or disabled

-
Extended status, i.e. indication of potential Emergency or In-peril status of the group, together with the identification of the user who has performed the last modification of this status.

-
Contact URIs, i.e. additional URIs which may be used for designation of the group, for example aliases of group broadcast or group regroup group URIs.

-
Media description for group media, including transport (TMGI(s)) and multiplexing information.

-
Security related information, including security level.
