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There are requirements in TS 22.179 linked to the presence of users which are not yet addressed in TS 23.179.

Administrative

[R-6.7.2-001] The MCPTT Service should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure whether the presence on the network of a particular MCPTT User is available.

[R-6.7.2-002] The MCPTT Service should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure which MCPTT Users may determine whether a particular MCPTT User is present on the network.

[R-6.7.2-003] The MCPTT Service should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure whether the ability to participate in Private Calls of a particular MCPTT User is available.

[R-6.7.2-004] The MCPTT Service should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure which MCPTT Users may determine whether a particular MCPTT User is capable of participating in an MCPTT Private Call.

Those requirements imply that an MCPTT user, subject to authorization/configuration, is able to request to be notified when another MCPTT user is registered on the MCPTT system. Additional information such as its capabilities or preferences may also be provided to the requester.

To get that information, an MCPTT user can register to the presence of another MCPTT user. Standard control policies will check if this subscription has been authorized, and if so, the requesting MCPTT user will receive notifications of the presence and change in presence of the targeted MCPTT user. Additional information such as availability/capability for private calls can be included in the presence information document.

Subscription to presence information

For a requesting MCPTT user to determine the presence of another targeted MCPTT user on the network, the requesting MCPTT user subscribes to the presence information of the targeted user. Notifications of presence events of the targeted MCPTT user inform the requesting MCPTT user of the availability and of selected preferences, such as availability for private calls, of the targeted MCPTT user.

The procedure subscribing to presence information is described in figure 10.Y.1.
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Figure 10.Y-1: Subscription to presence

MCPTT client 1 subscribes to the change of presence information of a targeted MCPTT user for which its MCPTT user is authorized.

2.
The MCPTT server acknowledges the subscription.

3.
Initial content (or subsequent updates) of the targeted MCPTT user’s presence information is notified to the MCPTT client 1.

4.
Notification is acknowledged by MCPTT client 1.
