In the definition, 
Broadcast Group Call: A group call where the initiating MCPTT User expects no response from the other MCPTT Users, so that when his transmission is complete, so is the call.
In section 4.3 Overview of MCPTT Group affiliation, call and transmission, 

A Broadcast Group Call can be seen as a special group call with only one MCPTT transmission.
That is, Group Broadcast group call in off network does not have to be different with normal MCPTT group call procedure. In other words, the procedure of group call setup and release will apply for Broadcast group call.
