Discussion

At SA6 #7 it was generally agreed to use the term "PLMN operator" as opposed to any other derivatives. However, there currently exist the following deriviatives in 3GPP TS 23.179 v1.1.1 that need to be changed to "PLMN operator":
· operator (i.e. just on its own)
· public network operator
· network operator
· public operator
· EPS operator
Proposal
It is requested that the editor of 3GPP TS 23.179 do a search and replace on the term "operator" (where it appears without PLMN beforehand), "public network operator", "network operator", "public operator" and "EPS operator" to exchange it for the term "PLMN operator".

To attempt to provide a detailed set of changes in this contribution is considered futile, as it would be out of date as soon as SA6 #8 start agreeing CRs, since there are roughly 50 incarnations of the above terms throughout the spec.
