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It is proposed to send the next version for TS 23.179, which will include p-CRs that will be approved by SA6#8, for approval to TSG SA#70.

This contribution is a draft for TS 23.179 coversheet. It will require updates (at least for the parts highlighted in yellow, which are parts that were not addressed, or only partially) based on progress achieved in SA6#8.
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Abstract of document:

This document specifies the functional architecture, procedures and information flows needed to support the mission critical push to talk (MCPTT) service including the common services core architecture for identity management, group management, and configuration management required to support the MCPTT voice service. Support for both MCPTT group calls and MCPTT private calls operating in on-network and off-network modes of operation is specified.

The MCPTT service requires preferential handling compared to normal telecommunication services e.g. in support of police or fire brigade including the handling of prioritised MCPTT calls for emergency and imminent threats.

The MCPTT service can be used for public safety applications and also for general commercial applications e.g. utility companies and railways.
Changes since last presentation to TSG SA:

Scope was enhanced to focus on MCPTT service, and introduction clause was completed.

Several deployment scenarios were included in clause 9, for administration of MCPTT application service, SIP core and EPS.

Progress was made in the following areas identified in the exception sheet approved by TSG SA#69:
· Configuration management (list of configuration data, mechanisms to handle these data, applicable reference points, databases structure), for both on-network and off-network: new procedures added in clause 10 for user profile configuration and group configuration, new configuration parameters added to clause 10, annex B and annex C
· Identity management, for both on-network and off-network (possible co-ordination with SA3): enhancement for the handling of MCPTT group ID, clarification for the relationship between identities in different planes
· Assignment and use of multicast bearers for group calls in on-network (possible co-ordination with SA2): new procedures added for group call connect using MBMS bearers, new procedures added for MBMS transmission
· Finalization of functional entities and reference points:

·  Use of Rx reference point and possible impact on MCPTT-5 reference point, in co-ordination with SA2

·  AAA-1 reference point and SIP database, including deployment scenarios for MCPTT user database, SIP database and HSS
· Addition of several new reference points 
· MCPTT-9 for multicast between floor control and floor participant, 
· CSC-5 between MCPTT server and configuration server, 
· CSC-6 between the identity management server and group management server, 
· IWF-1 between the MCPTT server the interworking function to legacy systems,
· HTTP-4 between the HTTP proxy and HTTP proxy

· Completion of procedures and information flows for:

·  Broadcast group calls: user broadcast call in on-network, user and group broadcast call in off-network: new procedure added for group broadcast call in off-network
·  Emergency and imminent peril procedures in on- and off-network: enhancements of procedures in on-network
·  Multiple devices support: usage of GRRU was specified
·  Remotely initiated procedures in on-network: affiliated or selected group change, ambient listening: new procedures added for remote change of affiliation
·  Group calls: enhancement of on- and off-network group calls across call models with respect to set-up, late entry, release and  in multiple MCPTT systems: new procedures added for chat group call, group call release
·  Private calls in on- and off-network: setup with different commencement modes and release: new procedures added for private calls in off-network
·  Floor control for on-network: floor request cancel from the queue, connect and disconnect, override, and floor control involving groups from multiple MCPTT systems: new procedure added 
·  UE-to-network relay service authorization for groups, in co-ordination with SA2: configuration parameters were specified
·  Talker's location information

·  Call back request

·  Remotely initiate MCPTT call

·  Recording and audit requirements

· Parameters in information flows: added information flows description for group management related procedures, for group call in on-network, for emergency and imminent peril related procedures in on-network, for MBMS transmission, for MCPTT emergency private call request
· Priority handling of  group calls at application plane and corresponding use of bearer plane: new procedures added for MCPTT resource management
