The decision to update the location information can be triggered by different conditions e.g. e.g., initial registration, distance travelled, elapsed time, cell change, SAI change, tracking area change, PLMN change, MCPTT call initiation, or other types of events such as emergency alert, emergency call or imminent peril calls.
