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Abstract: This submission clarifies affiliation for pre-arranged groups.

Introduction

The pre-arranged group concept originated in OMA where there was no concept of affiliation. The definition of pre-arranged groups is self-contradictory concerning affiliation. This submission attempts to resolve the contradiction.
2
Discussion

The introductory clause says that the pre-arranged group call results in all other group members being invited. Step 5 in the "Pre-arranged group call setup" says that the server "…sends the corresponding MCPTT group call request via the SIP core towards the MCPTT clients of each of those affiliated group members.
One of the following must be true:

- the call goes to all members (OMA does it this way) or

- the call goes only to affiliated members or

- the members of a pre-arranged group are automatically affiliated to the group ahead of time (causes it to behave like OMA).

This submission proposes adoption of the second alternative. The intent is to model the OMA behaviour while retaining the concept of affiliation.
