Abstract: The purpose of this document is to remind the endorsement in last SA plenary meeting regarding on MCPTT WI completion.

1. Discussion

In last SA plenary, the exception request from SA6 to continue normative work for MCPTT TS 23.179 until December 2015 was approved. At the same time, based on the joint contributions from UK Home Office, US DoC and TTA [1], there was endorsement in SA plenary that the Release 13 MCPTT work should be completed by December 2015, with no change to the Release 13 end date.

This was to ensure that SA 6 had consensus on completing the MCPTT work within current Release 13 timeframe with no change to the ASN.1 freeze date. It is certain that SA6 will not intend to ask for a further exception beyond December 2015 even if any normative work are not completed during the exception period. 

Furthermore, it is essential that all 3GPP standards related to the public safety should be completed within the current Release 13 timeframe and be delivered in a timely manner to regulators including Korea considering their implementation schedules. 

In this context, TTA believes, there is a general consensus on that any items not completed by December should be considered for Release 14 rather than delaying Release 13 completion any further. As per process, this Release 14 normative work could be initiated after the approval of new WID for Release 14 in SA plenary. 
2. Conclusion

TTA would like to request SA6 to complete MCPTT WI for Release 13 during this meeting, taking the endorsement of SA plenary into account.
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
