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Abstract: proposal to update CSC-2 description to specify that CSC-2 is bi-directionnal.
Discussion
In SA6#7 we approved procedures in 10.1.4 for MCPTT group configuration management. From these procedures it is clear that CSC-2 allows both configuration of group related data at the MCPTT UE and configuration of group related data in the group management server by the MCPTT UE.
Proposal
It is proposed to approve the below proposed changes to TS 23.179 v1.1.1:

FIRST CHANGE
7.5.2.12
Reference point CSC-2 (between the group management client and the group management server)

The CSC-2 reference point, which exists between the group management client and the group management server, is used for MCPTT application signalling for MCPTT data management of the MCPTT service.

The CSC-2 reference point supports:
-
Configuration of group related data at the group management client by the group management server; and
-
Configuration of group related data at the group management server by the group management client.
The CSC-2 reference point shall use the HTTP-1 and HTTP-3 reference points for transport and routing of non-subscription/notification related signalling. The CSC-2 reference point shall use SIP-1 and SIP-2 reference points for transport and routing of subscription/notification related signalling.
