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1. Overall Description:

A joint meeting of SA6 and CT1 was held on November 18th 2015, in Anaheim. The topic of the joint meeting was to discuss several questions posed by CT1 on the topic of affiliation. This LS captures the output from the meeting in the form of the corresponding responses to the questions.
Question 1:

· Is Affiliation per client or per user?
Response 1:

1) Affiliation is associated with the user

2) User can be affiliated to different groups on different devices.

Question 2:

· Is affiliation state (in the network) permanent or temporary?
Response 2:

· Affiliation state “in-use” is temporary (and tied to registration).

· When the user de-registers, the user is de-affiliated, but only on that device.

There is a view that de-affiliation may not always be tied to de-registration?
Question 3:

· Can affiliation be triggered by a server in partner systems?

Response 3: Yes

Question4:

· Do partner server initiated affiliation go into N2 count and what is the action when you exceed N2?

Response 4: Yes

· Additional information: You are not allowed to exceed N2, other than special cases e.g. Emergency call. This aspect (i.e. “special cases”) is unspecified in TS 22.179 and TS 23.179.
