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1. Overall Description:

SA6 wishes to thank CT1 for the “LS on MBMS bearer parameters – MBSFN area ID” (S6-160169 / C1-161551).  
In regard to the question:

To SA6: CT1 would like to ask SA6 whether the inclusion of this possible information element is allowed as part of the MCPTT usage of the MBMS architecture defined within the scope of the GC1 reference point in TS 23.179? The purpose of this question is to achieve better alignment between stage 2 and stage 3 for MCPTT.
SA6 is providing the following response: 

Yes, the inclusion of this possible information element (MBSFN area ID) is allowed as part of the MCPTT usage of the GSCE and MBMS architecture. Such parameters exchange is within the scope of the GC1 reference point described in TS 23.179 and TS 24.379.
The sending of the “MBSFN Area Id” parameter is analogous with sending the cell id and the radio frequency parameters, information which may be provided as optimizations in reducing the latency of access to the TMGI. Through the optimization of access to the TMGI, reduced battery consumption may also be achieved which is highly desirable for MCPTT UEs.
MCPTT UEs can determine the availability of specific TMGIs by scanning the SIBs and reading RRC configuration information. When the MCPTT server is capable of aiding the UE in this process any or all of the parameters:  SAI, MBSFN Area Id, cell id, or radio frequency information associated with the transmission of specific TMGIs can prove useful. The use of these parameters by the MCPTT system may be subject to operator policy.
