 Overall description

During discussions in CT1# 96, CT1 identified an inconsistency between the architecture in TS 23.179 and the requirements for Private Calls in TS 22.179.

In TS 23.179 there is a parameter for off-network private call information flows in subclauses 10.7.3.1.1 and 10.7.3.1.2  called "use floor control indication"  that indicates that floor control can be used or not used off-network. This is inconsistent with requirements and text in TS 22.179 subclause 5.6.1 that clearly indicates that private calls without floor control are only required for on-network.

Excerpt from 22.179:

5.6.1 Private Call overview

Private Calls allow two MCPTT Users to communicate directly with each other without the use of MCPTT Groups. They leverage many of the functions and features of MCPTT Group Calls, such as MCPTT User identity and alias information, location information, encryption, privacy, priority, and administrative control. Private Calls can use Floor control or not (i.e., be full voice duplex calls between users), though Private Calls without Floor control are only supported on the network.

CT1 has also noticed that for the private calls on-network information flows the information element ‘Use floor control indication’ has been omitted, which is contrary to the requirements in 22.179 that specify that private calls with floor control should be supported.

CT1 would like SA6 to confirm that these are errors in TS 23.179 and would request SA6 to align its specification with the requirements in TS 22.179. CT1 #97 is at the same time as SA6 #10, so CT1 will await confirmation of changes from SA6 before CT1 aligns it’s specifications in CT1#97.

Abstract: 

1. Overall Description:

SA3 would like to thank CT1 and SA6 for LS S3-160019.

This LS response specifically addresses Question 4.

Pertaining to question 4 of LS S3-160006 “LS on MCPTT Group Management Parameters”;

 4. In subclause 10.1.5.4 and in B.4 the information element “the security level of the group” is defined but it is not clear how this is intended to be used. SA6 is requested to define the possible values and how this is intended to be used in the MCPTT Server procedures.

SA3 recommends that the ‘group security level’ parameter be defined as a general service configuration level parameter ‘security parameter’ applicable to MCPTT as a whole for both group and private calls, with the following fields;

Media Protection on/off

Floor Control Protection on/off

Signaling Protection on/off

SA3 recommends that this parameter be used to communicate the overall MCPTT security requirement for Media, Floor Control, and Signaling protection to MCPTT private and group call participants as part of service configuration.

SA3 also recommends a default of ‘on’ for Media Protection and Floor Control Protection.  In addition, the ‘security parameter’ should also be flexible enough to include additional service configuration security parameters in the future.

SA3 asks CT1 and SA6 to kindly consider the SA3 recommendation pertaining to the MCPTT ‘security parameter’.

Discussion: 

Motorola Solutions presented the LS available S6-160172.

Motorola Solutions made the remark that the security parameter is a group level information as opposed to system level.

Samsung suspected there was a misunderstanding between CT1 and SA3.

Qualcomm thought there was no correlation with the parameter and the requirement.

An LS reply will be prepared as S6-160182 and a CR as S6-160259.

 Overall description

In LS C1-160622, CT1 asked SA6 to clarify the intended use of the "security level of the group" and the possible values of this information element in the on-network group configuration data stored in the group management server. SA6 responded in C1-161171 by asking SA3 to provide an answer to this question. SA3 provided an answer in C1-161089.

CT1 would like to make the following observations on the content of C1-161089: 

1) 
For group calls, SA3 recommend that the group security level parameter be applied to all groups as a whole and stored as general service configuration data whereas SA6 still define this data per-group in the group management data in TS 23.179.

2)
 For private calls, SA3 recommend that this data be stored in general service configuration data, but SA6 does not define this data in TS 23.179 for private calls. 

3)
 SA3's understanding of the security level of groups appears to be a set of flags related to media protection, floor control protection and signalling protection.

 Actions

To SA3 and SA6 

ACTION: 
3GPP TSG CT WG1 asks SA6 and SA3 to answer the following questions and update their specifications if necessary.

1) 
To SA6: for group calls, does SA6 agree with SA3 that this data should be stored as service configuration data applicable for all groups, or whether this data should be applied per-group (as currently stated in TS 23.179) stored in the group management server, and if in agreement to apply this data as a whole for all groups, to make the necessary modifications to TS 23.179.

2)
 To SA6: for private calls, does SA6 agree with SA3 that this data should be stored as service configuration data and if so, to make the necessary modifications to TS 23.179.

3)
 To SA6: if the security level of a group is to be represented as a set of flags (as stated by SA3 in C1-161089), then rename this data to "security flags for a group" or appropriate in TS 23.179, considering SA3's response.

4)
 To SA3: to clarify if "signalling protection on/off" in C1-161089 refers to the protection of sensitive application data.

5)
 To SA6: if "signalling protection on/off" refers to the protection of sensitive application data [following clarification from SA3 to question 4) above], to rename this flag as "application data protection on/off" or similar when defining this data in TS 23.179.

6)
 To SA3 and SA6: Please consider the requirements in [R-6.6.2.2-003], [R-6.6.2.2-004], [R-6.6.2.2-005], [R-6.13.2-003] of TS 22.179 when providing your response to this LS on the security level of a group.

Discussion: 

Motorola Solutions presented the LS available S6-160168.

Motorola Solutions thought that the already defined security parameters could be called security flags.

Qualcomm noted this is a complex question hence an easy solution should be provided for rel-13 and further improvement in rel-14.

It was concluded that the security parameters in rel-13 should be kept as they have been defined in SA6. 

Vodafone asked whether a related CR will be prepared or should the LS be postponed. 

Motorola Solutions suggested to try to prepare a reply LS as well as a CR.

Home Office noted it would be important to prepare at least an LS in order to provide some infoarmtino to SA3. 

An LS reply will be prepared as S6-160182 and a CR as S6-160259.

 To SA6: CT1 would like to ask SA6 whether the inclusion of this possible information element is allowed as part of the MCPTT usage of the MBMS architecture defined within the scope of the GC1 reference point in TS 23.179? The purpose of this question is to achieve better alignment between stage 2 and stage 3 for MCPTT.

A2) 
To SA2: CT1 would like to ask SA2 whether announcing MBSFN area ID on the application layer (GC1 interface) from MCPTT Application Server to MCPTT Application client on the UE (MCPTT-1) is supported by the MBMS architecture for GCSE?

Discussion: 

Motorola Solutions presented the LS available S6-160169.

It was noted that there were a discussion paper as well as a related CR (S6-160192) available in relation to this topic.

The chairman asked whether anyone object the MBSFN Area ID being available in the direction client to the server. There were no objections.

The chairman asked whether anyone object the MBSFN Area ID being available in the direction server to the client. Qualcomm and Nokia Networks objected to this.

The chairman asked whether anyone object the modified paragraph would apply to client reporting to the server only. Motorola Solutions objected this.

The chairman asked whether anyone objects for the information to be bi-directional. Qualcomm Blackberry Qualcomm and Nokia Networks objected to this.

Motorola Solutions suggested to prepare a reply stating that there were no agreement that the information would be bi-directional.

Quality of Service Aspects for Critical Services over LTE

Abstract: 

1. Overall Description:

ETSI TC STQ is responsible for standardization relating to terminals and networks for speech and media quality, end-to-end single media and multimedia transmission performance, Quality of Service (QoS) parameters for networks and services and Quality of Experience (QoE) descriptors and methods. TC STQ specifications include not only QoS parameter definitions, but also measurement procedures, -setups, -profiles and related guides.

The working group on mobile services (STQ Mobile) of TC STQ is working on the technical specification on QoS and QoE aspects for popular services in mobile networks and related documents. 

TC STQ and STQ Mobile specify QoS parameters and related measurement methodology from an end-to-end perspective; a strict end-user, service-oriented point of view. Here, end-to-end is understood as “from a service user/provider to a service user/provider”. 

In the context of the current SA6 work on standards for mission critical mobile in LTE, and specifically Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT), TC STQ – and STQ Mobile in particular – would like to inform SA6 that TC STQ is considering adapting its work for application to 3GPP MCPTT. With respect to this, TC STQ would like to inform that QoS parameter specifications related to Push To Talk over Cellular (PoC) do already exist in the STQ specifications and that these might be used as a basis for the specification of QoS parameters for MCPTT.

TC STQ encourages TSG SA6 to consider the existing ETSI standards, like the multipart standard TS 102 250 and its update planned in STQ Mobile in their current and future work, in particular with respect to MCPTT.

Discussion: 

No one from ETSI TC STQ was present to give a presentation of the LS, hence the chairman presented the S6-160173.

Home Office raised the question whether this LS should be forwarded to some other groups within 3GPP.

It was decided to postpone the LS until the SA6#11 meeting to give delegates more time to consider the specifications referred to.
