The general application architecture over LTE specifies a functional model, common LTE enablers and other independent services which are required by an application which involves communication of different media (e.g. voice, video, data) between users.
The general application architecture utilises aspects of the IMS architecture defined in 3GPP TS 23.228 [A], the Proximity-based Services (ProSe) architecture defined in 3GPP TS 23.303 [B], the Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE) architecture defined in 3GPP TS 23.468 [C] and the PS-PS access transfer procedures defined in 3GPP TS 23.237 [D] to enable support of the mission critical services.
