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Abstract: Key issue for tracking current serving system of migrating user

Introduction

When an MC user has migrated, the primary MC system of that MC user may need to forward calls to that MC user.  In order to do this, the primary MC system must be aware of the current MC system to which the MC user has migrated.

This pCR introduces a key issue and architectural requirement to track the current MC system of the MC user during migration.

Description

The primary MC system of a migrated user will need to record the current partner MC system within which the migrated MC user is receiving service, in order to include that MC user in calls.

Architectural Requirements

There needs to be a mechanism by which MC systems can inform each other about the registration status of migrated users, or a mechanism that allows a client to inform its primary MCPTT system about a migration to a partner system. A partner MC system needs to be able to unambiguously identify the primary system of a migrating MC user, and a primary MC system needs to be able to unambiguously identify the partner MC system to which an MC user has migrated in order to route migration and call related information to that partner MC system.
The primary MC system of a migrating MC user needs to maintain a location register which indicates the partner MC system to which that MC user has migrated.
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
