Response
SA6 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on MCPTT priorities support, both for the provided responses to questions in S6-160321 and for the opportunity to provide further feedback by answering SA2’s questions. 
Predictable and expected system behaviour, based on the capability of influence or control by the services in a multi-application / multiple flows environment are key attributes for mission critical systems. SA6 would like to make sure that those attributes apply to the handling of priority and pre-emption in systems that support public safety functionality.

With regard to SA2’s first question (on pre-emption), SA6 would like to request SA2 to provide an optional PCRF capability that would allow a pre-emption control parameter to be specified at the application layer to enable the requesting of predictable and controlled pre-emption behaviour. 
Such parameter could identify the category of the media flows subject to pre-emption (e.g. only those involved in priority sharing, or all those mapped to bearers in the current PDN, or all those belonging to all PDNs that the UE is currently using), the order in which existing media flows are terminated to make room for a new or modified  media flow (e.g. first criterion: ascending ARP priority order, second criterion: fifo/lifo creation order or amount of resources already reserved/held, in descending order) and maximum number of RAN allocation or modification attempts for the new media flow. 
With regard to SA2’s second question (on ARP PVI and PCI), SA6 would like to request SA2 to specify an optional PCRF capability that would allow all three ARP parameters (Priority, PVI and PCI) to be treated equally, namely be each determinable based both on input provided from the application layer and on operator policy. When explicitly set, none of the three ARP parameters should be ignored for ARPs handling.
