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1. Overall Description:

SA WG6 would like to thank SA WG4 for the LS S6-160620/S4-160837 about its study on “MBMS Extensions for Provisioning and Content Ingestion” and the first version of the technical report that was included.

SA WG6 recognizes the interest of a provisioning API to address all the delivery methods and procedures of the BM-SC for the mission critical services, allowing leveraging existing MBMS service layer functions, such as FEC framework, reception and QoE reporting, FLUTE/FEC and file repairing, as defined in TS 26.346.

However, the mission critical services are expected to use the GCSE architecture as stated in TS 23.179, for which the MB2 interface between the GCS-AS and the BM-SC has been specified. The MB2 interface only allows a transparent transfer of packet streams through the BM-SC and none of the above mentioned MBMS service layer functions can be reused.

Without any modifications nor extensions of the MB2 interface, implementation of MCData and MCVideo will lead to significant function duplications.

To SA WG2 group:
ACTION: 	SA WG6 kindly informs SA WG2 about the need of a provisioning API larger than the current MB2 reference point, and asks which direction should be privileged: extending the current MB2 interface or collaborating with the SA WG4 to include the mission critical use cases in their study item. SA WG6 also asks if the new API currently being studied by the SA WG4 can be included in the GCSE architecture.
