Key issue #13 raises the issue that the GCS AS needs to decide on basis of location information of UEs if the group call needs to be established with SFN broadcast or with SC-PTM broadcast.
Solution 8-1 proposes a solution in which the GCS AS decides if SFN broadcast or SC-PTM broadcast will be used for the group call. If this solution is realized then the responsibility of selecting between SFN broadcast and SC-PTM broadcast lies completely within the GCS AS.

Introduction

The procedure for determining if the group is to be set up with SFN broadcast or with SC-PTM broadcast is based on location information and air interface support capabilities information provided by UEs in the affiliated group and lies within the functionality of the GCS AS.
