Description
MCPTT system and LMR system utilise different mechanisms to manage a group call including user identity, group identity, codec and protocol. 

The group call will be initiated either by MCPTT user or LMR user, with the group call participating users from two different systems. There may be three type of groups where the group call takes on: 

1.
A group consists of two sub-groups that one from MCPTT system and the other from LMR system;


2.
A group consist of members from both MCPTT system and LMR system;


3.
Two separate groups that one from MCPTT system and the other from LMR system.
The group call takes on the above groups needs further study.
Gaps:

1.
Routing signalling message for LMR users and groups to LMR system via interworking GW;

2.
Protocol translation between MCPTT system and LMR system;

3.
Determination of the controlling system of the group call;

4.
Floor control arbitration between MCPTT system and LMR system.
