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1. Overall Description:

During the development of information flows and procedures in Release 14 for the MCData service SA6 has noticed the following requirements inconsistentency between the SDS feature and the file distribution capability as specified in TS 22.282. 
With respect to addressing targets of SDS communication two key requirements are:

[R-5.2.2-002] The MCData SDS shall provide a one to many service to affiliated members with policy assertion capabilities (e.g. certain types of message or content may only be relevant to certain members of a group due, for example, to location).

[R-5.2.2-003] The MCData SDS shall provide a one to one service with policy assertion capabilities (e.g. policy to limit certain types of message or content to certain users due, for example, to location or user privilege).

With respect to addressing targets within the file distribution capability there is a single requirement:
[R-5.3.2-002] The MCData file distribution capability shall provide a service to allow a user to send a file to any combination of individual users and/or affiliated groups.
SA6 believes that from a requirements perspective, which users are the targets of these two different sub-services (SDS and file distribution), are intended to be the same even though the possible targets for file distribution are contained within a single requirement, namely [R-5.3.2-002].
SA6 believes that requirement [R-5.3.2-002] is somewhat overloaded and could be decomposed into two requirements for file distribution, similar to [R-5.2.2-002] and [R-5.2.2-003].
With the understanding stated above all the possible targets for sending a file should be covered, as is the case for SDS communication.
The benefit of such an understanding is that for SDS and file distribution a similar architectural solution for information flows and procedures can be used for both sub-services, as well as aligning with some security constraints as specified by SA3.
SA6 also plans to continue to make the assumption that any variation of the term “one-to-many” in the stage 1 requirements is synonymous with group communications as was described in previous S6 LS S6-161613 to SA1.
2. Actions:

SA WG6 kindly asks SA WG1 to confirm the understanding stated above of requirements [R‑5.2.2‑002], [R-5.2.2-003], and [R-5.3.2-002] specified in TS 23.282 for targets of the SDS and file distribution sub-services. 
 
SA WG6 also asks SA WG1 to consider updating TS 23.282 to modify requirement [R-5.3.2-002] such that it is decomposed into two requirements similar to [R-5.2.2-002] and [R-5.2.2-003]..
