In these scenarios, UE A and optionally other UEs of MCPTT system A, MS B and optionally other MSs of LMR system B participate in the same group call. The MCPTT and LMR systems are connected via the interworking interface such that any call is placed to all participants in both systems.

As shown in figure 4.1.3.2-1, MCPTT UE A initiates a group call which results in group communication with group members on the LMR system.
As shown in figure 4.1.3.2-2, LMR MS B initiates a group call which results in group communication with group members on the MCPTT system.
