Justification


In order to continue the stage 2 work remaining from Release 14, a new work item is required in Release 15 to capture the work for those changes that could not be accommodated within the cycle of the previous release. 

There are still areas of the MCPTT architecture that need to be further specified which include (but are not limited to):

a.
Providing MCPTT service to a user with a temporary MCPTT User Identity,
b.
Providing MCPTT service to an MCPTT user operating from a gateway MCPTT UE,
c.
Priority and QoS enhancements,

d.
Impacts to the MCPTT service due to service interaction across MC services (e.g. Emergency state),

e.   Architectural components deferred to a future version of the specification (e.g. MCPTT-5),
f.   Other enhancements and optimizations related to service continuity, UE-to-network relay and IOPS.
Stage 1 requirements for MCPTT are contained in both 3GPP TS 22.179 and 3GPP TS 22.280.

Objective

The objectives include:
1.
Review and identify requirements from Stage 1, which are applicable to MCPTT, and have yet to be fully supported by the MCPTT functional architecture and information flows. This includes, but is not limited to, items (a) through (d) in clause 3 - Justification.
2.   Analyze the MCPTT architecture to identify those architectural aspects that have not been fully specified. This includes, but is not limited to, item (e) and (f) in clause 3 - Justification. 
3.   For those requirements and architectural aspects identified in objectives (1) and (2): 

-
Specify the MCPTT architectural requirements;
-
Specify enhancements to the stage 2 (architecture) for MCPTT at the application level;
- 
Specify procedures, information flows, and configuration parameters as needed.
This work item will build upon the stage 2 architecture developed for Release 14, and provide for backward compatibility. Stage 2 architecture for MCPTT is contained both in 3GPP TS 23.280 and 3GPP TS 23.379.
