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1. Introduction
This contribution is proposed to update the evaluation part of solution#3-4.
2. Reason for Change
The evaluation descriptions “If LMR system only supports group calls over group regrouping or linked groups, the group call procedures over interworking group may not be applicable.” in subclause 6.4.4.4 makes no sense. This pCR propose to refine the wording.

6.4.4.4
Solution evaluation

This solution provides new procedures that make it possible for an LMR user or an MCPTT user to initiate a group call over interworking group defined in the LMR system or in the MCPTT system. 

The solution cannot be fulfilled if the clients of one system (e.g. the LMR system) cannot make calls to a group defined on the other system (e.g. the MCPTT system).

If LMR system only supports group calls over group regrouping or linked groups, the group call procedures over interworking group may not be applicable.

This solution requires that each group member be called from the other side of IWF-1, a large signalling load may result across IWF-1. Therefore, solution #3-4 may be less desirable than solution #3-3 and solution that group call initiated over linked group.
