1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG SA6 wishes to thank ETSI ISG MEC for their liaison statement, informing us about the ETSI MEC work on an API framework and on API principles and the upcoming publication of the related specifications MEC011 and MEC009. 
As you assumed, 3GPP TSG SA6 is studying a common API framework for 3GPP northbound APIs. The results of the study are captured in 3GPP TR 23.722. 

In the current phase of the work, 3GPP TSG SA6 is defining requirements and an architecture for such a common API framework, and is collecting information about related work from other groups that could potentially be re-used. 3GPP TSG SA6 still needs some time to make a decision about a potential re-use.
