In the last meeting (SA6 #17), there was no agreement on the Northbound API definition as the proposed definition text was reverted to <blank> in the final agreed pCR (revision from S6-170695 to S7-170783). This pCR is a yet another attempt to introduce its definition (modified from the previous version in S6-170695).
In addition, the existing service API definition appears to be better modified.  An API is “an interface” that provides something rather than “capabilities” that does something.  Also, the number of API invoker is not necessarily related to this definition (i.e. the number of API invoker can be one or more than one).

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

API: The means by which API invoker can access the service.

API invoker: The entity which invokes the CAPIF or service APIs.
API exposing function:  The entity which provides the service communication entry point for the service APIs.

Common API framework: A framework comprising common API aspects that are required to support service APIs.

Northbound API: The interface through which a component of the system exposes its services to a higher-layer API invoker(s) by abstracting the services from the underlying mechanisms, such as network interface and protocols.
Service API: The interface through which services are provided for consumption by API invoker(s).


For the purposes of the present document, the following terms and definitions given in 3GPP TS 29.198-1 [6] apply: 

Service Capability Server (SCS)
